Therein lies this

collection's strength and weakness: while her Americana movement captured a rural slice of

America which later mediums still struggle to duplicate, that subject matter still did not match the

sheer horror and power of her WPA work, which captured the raw strength of the human spirit

during life-threatening crises. The diversity of this collection makes it an essential introductory

volume, however.
